The following day, yvou will
enjoy a full day at the Shrine of the Virgin of Guadalupe—the patron saint of Mexico—
and the pre-Aztec ruins of Teotthuacan, famous for the pyramids of the Sun and the
Moon. Teotihuacan is known as “the place where the gods were created” and is a holy city
built between the 1st and 7th centuries. In Xochimilco, you will float tn the canals with
[friends, family, drinks and food. Transfer to Los Mochis, a coastal city, and begin a
Copper Canyon train excursion to see the Copper Canyon desert region in the Mexican
wilderness. The next day you will catch the “El Chepe” train to Cerocahut and the Miston
Hotel. You will enjoy a 3-hour tour to Gallego’s Overlook where you can get an expansive

view of the Urigue Canyon. Fintsh your trip in Chihuahua City with a city tour.

9 Nights/10 Days

MAYAN DISCOVERY

Start with a city tour of Mexico City, tncluding the museum of Anthropology. The next day
you will take a trip to Bastlica of Guadalupe, a beautiful church and national shrine that
houses the cloak containing the image of Our Lady of Guadalupe.

A visit to
this archaeological site will give you the opportunity to see the Pyramid of the Fortune
Teller, the Square of the Nuns, and the Governor’s Palace. Finish your amazing adventure

with a visit to the pyramids of Chichen Itza and Agua Azul Waterfalls.
